MINUTES OF THE 43> MEETING OF THE CENTRAL
SANCTIONING COMMITTEE (CSC) OF THE INTEGRATED
HOUSING AND SLUM DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME
(IHSDP) UNDER JAWAHARLAL NEHRU NATIONAL URBAN
RENEWAL MISSION (JNNURM) -

| “I'he 434 meeting of the Central Sanctioning Committee (CSC) of
the Integrated Housing and Slum Development Programmc (HSDP)
under Jawaharlal Nechru National Urban Renewal Mission (JNNURM) was
held under the Chairpersonship of Sccretaty, Ministry of Housing and
Urban Poverty Alleviation in New Delhi on 101 December, 2008. ‘the
list of participants is at Annexure — L.

21 Joint Sccretary & Mission Director  (JNN URM)  welcomed
Chairperson and Members of CSC. lmphasizing the importance and the
use of web-enabled JNNURM Online 'U'racking System, he requested all
the States to make full usc of the c-tool. FHe said that the system,
developed by the Centre for Good Governance (CGG), Hyderabad has
already been used by the States of Andhra Pradesh and Gujarat who have
found the same uscful and in order. He requested other States/Ul's to
contact the JNNURM Mission Directorate of the Ministry in case there 1s
any difficulty or problem in its usc. The CGG, Hydcrabad has alrcady
conducted 3 training progmrﬁmcs on the use of the Online 'I'tacking
System, which was co-otdinated by the National Project Cootdinator of
the GOI-UNDP Project on National Strategy for Urban Poor.

2. Joint Sccretaty & Mission Director (JNNURM) drew  special
attention of the States/ULBs towards completion of the sanctioned
projects and requested them to come up with proposals for release of 20
and subscquent installments of ACA. He also requested them to advance
their demand for approval of projects/ release of ACA scheduled for the
month of Ticbruary/March, 2008. Pre-ponement of such demand would
lead to release of fund in the cutrent financial year itself. In casc Stale
Governments/ULBs are able to release their nd /3ed /4t installments at
onc go, given the speed of project exceution, SINAs could send
proposals for multiple installments at a time.

2.3. Joint Sccretary & Mission Dircctor (JNNURM) referred to the huge
balance of ACA for the States of Maharashtra and West Bengal under
BSUP. He impressed upon the States to take immediate action for
coming up with sufficient number of BSUP projects.  1f more hand-

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holding wotkshops wete required to prepate projects, the Ministry would
extend necessary help to the States.. He also drew attention of all the
States/UTs towatds instituting Third Party Inspection and Monitoring
(I'PIM) mechanism. The States/UTs may sclect any of the agencics
cmpanclled by the Ministry. Alternatively, the States/ UTs may select any
other agencies through a transparent method.  He requested the
States/UTs to also come up with proposals for obtaining Central fund for
setting up Community Development Networks (CDN). Joint Scctetary &
Mission Director ((NNURM) said that as part of the efforts to enhance
the capacity of the States/ULBs/patastatal agencics, the. Ministry - had
decided to reimburse cost of in-house prepatation of Detailed Project
Reports (IDPRs).  The States/UTs should come ‘up with nccessary
proposals for reimbursement of such costs with all the checklists filled up.
In the case of proposals for reimbursement of cost of DPRs prepared by
consultants, such proposals will be scrutinized by the appraisal agency
concerned.  Thereafter the same will be put up before the Central
Sanctioning and Monitoring Committee for approval.

2.4 Joint Sccretary & Mission Director (JNNURM) said that some of
the impottant points emphasized by the Chairperson of CSMC.in the
carlicr mectings for implementation by the States/ULBs have been
compiled (Annexure-IT). He requested the States/ULBs to follow the

samec.

3.1 In her opening rematks, the Chairperson, CSC and Secretaty
(HUPA) requested the lagging State Governments/ULBs to cnsure that
necessaty proposals were prepated  for utilizing  the balance ACA
sepatatcly for BSUP and THSDP. While some of the States have
exhausted their allocation, many States arc yet to submit adequate number

of proposals.

3.2, The Chairperson, CSC reiterated the need to strengthen Utban
Local Bodics to ensutc that the 74 Amendment Act is implemented in
letter and spirit. She particularly emphasised two pto-poor reforms, i.c. (i)
internal carmarking within urban local body budgets for basic services to
the urban poor and (i) provision of basic setvices to the urban poor
including security of tenure at affordable prices, improved housing, water
supply, sanitation and ensuting delivery of other already cxisting universal
services of the government for education, health and social security to be
implemented in a time-bound manner. Revitalising the functioning of
ULBs would help them discharge the functions devolved by State
Governments cffectively, leading to better urban local governance and
pro-poor service delivety. Without implementation of local government

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reforms, JNNURM would remain a mere Infrastructure upgradaton
programme, and none of the policy changes it hoped to drive to develop
vibrant and inclusive cities would matetialise.

33. The Chairperson, CSC and Secretaty (HUPA) reiterated the need to
cnsure timely completion of the projects already approved with utmost
quality. States /ULBs should draw up a plan of action for cach project and
inform the Ministry the likely date of secking next installment and the time
required for completion. A detailed plan showing the dates of sanction of
cach project by CSMC/CSC, release of Central Share by Ministry of
VFinance/Home Affaiss, release of Central and State Shares by State
Jinance Department to the State Level Nodal Agency, release of funds to
the ULB/Implementing Agency, floating of tender, issucs of work ordet,
milestones  of  progress targeted such  as foundation, lintel, roof,
completion in all respects, occupation, ctc., should be drawn up to cnable
the Ministry to understand the progress on ground. The central level
monitoting agency, namcly BMIPC, should gather all details during
State/city visits and bring forth 1ssuces in implementation, if any, to the
notice of the Ministry. State/UT Governments/Nodal Agencies/ULBs
may also bring to the notice of the Ministry issucs requiring intervention
promptly. Secretary (HUPA) desired  that States/ULBs, which arc
planning to avail of second ot subscquent installment in the month of
March, 2009 may try to advance it to January by taking suitable measutcs
to ensure that projects do not get affected by any likely cut in the budget
in the last quarter of the financial year. Statcs may appreciate that delay n
release of funds would lead to dclay in the completion of projects and
undue burden on the poor bencficiaries who take loans to meet their own
contribution. Scctetary (HUPA) further informed that in view of the need
to strengthen monitoting of BSUP and IHSDP, HUDCO and its regional
offices will be involved by BMIPC, which is recciving support for
monitoring-related works from the Ministry. She desired that five teams
comprising officers from BM1PC/HUDCO /Ministry be formed and they

may visit projects in diffcrent zonces and send repotts.

3.4, Chaitperson, CSC and Sceretary (HUPA) made it clear that the
Central assistance for JNNURM projects has to be taken as an incenuve
for attracting State/YULB funding and directing State/UIB attention to the
magnitude of the problems faced by citics and towns. There is a special
need to focus on the problems of the urban poor and implement tme-
bound action plans for the provision of basic amenities and services under
the 7-Point Charter. Central funding alone would not be sufficient to
meet the challenges of urbanization and urban poverty. The task of
augmenting the pacc of implementation of reforms along with the



achievement of targets under the investment programmes taken up undcr
JNNURM is of paramount importance. Ground level visibility of
JNNURM is also critical. Further, special attention needs to be paid to
achieving the Mid-Term Tatgets communicated eatlier to State Chief
Sccretaties  [vide: DO. Letter No.N-11027/42/2007-BSUP/INNURM
dated 8" August, 2007 from Sectetary (HUPA)].

4. For the.Mecting of the CSC, 21 new IIfISDI).projects (15 from
Maharashtra and 3 cach from West Bengal and Uttar Pradesh) wete put
up in the Agenda, brief details of which atc at Annexure-II1,

5. Before the Committee considered the proposals from Maharashtra
and West Bengal, Sccretary (HUPA) and Chaitperson, CSC informed the
representatives of the State Governments that approval to any of these
projects would be subject to consideration at higher levels/ availability of
additional allocation of ACA by Planning Commission as-the States had
cxceeded the 7-year ACA allocation.  Referting to the request from the
States for diversion of the allocation under BSUP to THSDP to mect the
demands from small and medium towns, Sccretary (HUPA) clatificd that a
decision on the same would be conveyed to the States. Tl such time, no
' additional projects could be sanctioned on the basis of expected diversion
of fund from BSUP to THSDP.

Maharashtra

6.1. The representative of the State Government of Maharashtra made a
request for diversion of the allocation under BSUP to THSDP (o meet
additional demands forthcoming from small and medium towns. He said
that Statc Government of Maharashtra has taken a number of measurcs
for development of small and medium towns. For cxample, the State has
given more FST across all the cities/towns in the State and State
Government/MHADA is ready to meet any extra cost in the construction
of housing and infrastructure facilities in these towns and citics.

0.2. 'T'he representative of the State Government also made a request for
providing Central assistance for transit tenements in order to speed up the
construction of projects involving relocation of beneficiaties. He said that
the transit tenements are essential in view of the huge size of the slums
taken up for in situ development. People have to move from their place
to make way for in-situ development. He said that such transit tenements
may, therefote, be considered as an integral part of the BSUP/THSDP

projcct.
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63. ‘The Committec considered the 15 project proposals from
Maharashtra and made the following observations:-
¢ SLCC approval for the revised enhanced cost for all the 15
projects has to be obtained; and
e Por the project for Ichalakaranji town, land use for the
proposed site is not residential which is a pre-requisite
condition for sanctioning the project.

6.4. The State Government tepresentative informed that the State 1evel
Sanctioning Committee has cmpoweted the Nodal Agency (i.c., MHADA)
to approve revisions made by the CSC to the cost of projects. He said
that all these projects have been eatlier approved by SLCC and certain
upward revision was made at the appraisal stage. Dor the project in
[chalakaranji the representative said that nccessary action for converting
the land use has been taken. The Committee decided to accord -
principle approval for the project for Ichalakatanji. I'he Committee
approved the remaining 14 projects subject to decision at higher level /
availability of additional allocation of ACA by Planning Commission. The
State has to furnish a copy of the letter empoweting MHADA to revise
upward the cost of projects approved by SLCC. "The Committee decided
that in case Central Assistance could not be madc available for these
projects, the State/ULB would have to take up these projects using thetr
own resources.  Abstracts of the approved components are at
Statement-I to XIV of Annexure-IV. First instalment of ACA will be
released on receipt of copy of the letter empoweting MHADA to

revise upward the cost of projects approved by SLCC.
6.4. Regarding transit tenements, the Central Sanctioning Committee
decided to study the matter and come up with guidclines in the matter

later on.

West Bengal

6.5. ‘The representative of the State Government  requested  the
Committee to consider allowing construction of houscs by beneficiaties
themsclves.  He said that the construction of single storey houses by
bencficiarics themselves assures early completon of the project and also
quality exccution. He presented proposals for 3 new IHSDP projects.
''he Committee observed the following in respect of these 3 projects:-
e SLCC approval is to be obtained for the enhanced cost of the
project in Bongaon 24 Parganas town. Project-specific

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approval by SLCC has to be obtained for the other two
projects; _ o :

* The State has to certify that the sites on which community
infrastructure facilities (parks, playgrounds, etc) have becn
proposed are in the possession of the Municipality; and

® Bio-metric identification of the - beneficiarics has to be
conducted in all the 3 projects.

6.6 'The State agency has given an undertaking that the lands on which
community facilities have been proposed are in the possession of the
Utban Local Bodies. The State Government representative assured that
bio-metric identification of ‘beneficiatrics in all the projects would be
conducted at the catlicst. Necessary approval of the SLCC will be
obtained for the 3 projects. Accordingly, these projects were approved
subject to decision at higher level / availability of additional allocation of
ACA by the Planning Commission. ‘I'he Committee decided that in case
Central assistance could not be available for these projects, the State/UILB
would have to take up thesc projects using their own resoutces.
Abstracts of the approved components are at Statement-XV to XVII
of Annexure-IV. First installment of ACA will be released on receipt

of SLCC approval.

0.7. Regarding construction of single storey  dwelling  units by
beneficiaties themsclves, the Committee was of the opinion that such
decisions have to be taken by the State/ULB keeping in mind the
requirement of technical ‘and financial proprietics to be obscrved in
construction activiics and  relevant Government  Orders/Code.
Construction of houses should conform to certain layout and building
designs so that after completion of the project, the colony concerned
would have a better look and atmosphete. Thercfore, any decision in the
matter by the State/ULBs should be taken after taking all rclevant issucs
into consideration. If at all a decision is taken to cncourage construction
of houses by beneficiaries themselves, the ULB/implementing agency and
State level machinery should ensure quality control through government
agencics. Third party inspection should also be instituted.

Uttar Pradesh
7.1. Representative of the State Government of Uttar Pradesh made a

presentation on three THSDP projects.  The Committee observed the
following:- :

* Minimum beneficiaty contribution as per the IHSDP
guidelines should be provided in the projects (as against the
proposed bencficiary contribution of Rs.8000 per DU); and
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e Bio-metric identification of beneficiaries has to be conducted
for all the projects. |

7.2. ’L'he State Government representative agreed to ensurc provision of
beneficiary contribution as pet the IHSDP guidelines. He also assured
that bio-mettic identification of beneficiaties would be cartied out at the
carliest. Accordingly the Committee approved the proposal. Abstracts of
the approved components of the 3 projects arc at Statement-XVIII to
" XX of Annexure-1V: ’

73 ‘I'he Chairperson, CSC, observed that too many proposals from
«mall towns atc coming from the Srate Government. As JNNURM 1s
ptimarily mecant for focusing on urban policy and inducing urban scctor
ceforms, the State Government may priotitsic their towns and put up
proposals only from thosc towns where they could pursuc urban reforms
for managerial and financial autonomy. The State may also send
propo‘sals from towns with prCLdominfmt minotity p()pulation SO as to
achicve targets under Prime Minister’s 15 Point Programme. lixpressing
apprehensions about the pace of the Mission and of reforms, both in
Uttar Pradesh, Chairpetson, asked for a mecting with the 3 Sccretatics of
Urban Devclopment, Local Self Government and Housing of Uttar
Pradesh so as to discuss policy reformulation with them.

g, Concluding the mecting, the Chairpesson of CSC and Sccretary
(HUPA) said that cfforts should be made by all stakeholders involved in
the implementation of BSUP and THSDP projects to ensurc that not only
the projects arce implemented without time and cost overruns and with
utmost quality, appropriate policy rcforms atc taken at the State and local
levels to steer planned and inclusive urban development that places people
at the centre stage of urban policy. Iior this, they should gear up the
JNNURM implementation pProcess by fixing milestoncs for progress,
undertaking regular monitoring and developing State and city level
frameworks. ‘They should also focus on urban scctor reforms. She utged
the tepresentatives  of States/UTs/ULBs/ pamstatals/implcmcnting
“agencies/appraisal agencics to adhete to the approved guidelines as well as
undertake measuses for the smooth implementation of projects and
reforms through monthly reviews to censute that the intended benefits
geach the poor and deprived  sections i slums and low-income
settlements.

ANNEXURE-II

IMPORTANT POINTS REGARDING FORMULATION AND
'EXECUTION OF BSUP AND IHSDP PROJECTS

e in casc there is time constraint, a regular $OCIO-ecONnOMIC survey can
be prcceded by « rapid survey for identifying benefuciares, their main and
subsidiary occupations, their cducational and skill profile and felt-needs so as 10
design appropriate social infrastriwcture for each project. Willingness of the
beneficiaries should also be taken for any rehabilitation/ relocation
projects. ‘ B | o

e Affordability of the utban poor should be kept foremost 1n view
while working out Beneficiary Contribution. Any contribution
amount beyond theit financial capacity may lead to the imposttion
of unduc burden on them. ‘Therefore, special care needs to be taken
while deciding upfront beneficiary contibution or IIMI payment.
Overall construction cost of the housing unit should be kept at a
minimum. ‘The housing component should generally be at least
50% of the total project cost with a view to giving primacy (O
provision of shelter to the utban poot except where housing units
have alteady been constructed/are  being  constructed under
VAMBAY or other EWS scheme of Central or State Governments.
l'urthet, considering the difficulties and special needs of the urban
poor at some locations, clusters having morce than 15 housing units
can also be ‘considcrcd. :

e liach project should be accompanicd by a list of beneficiatics basced
on socio-cconomic survey and ULBs should go for bio-metric cards
and ensure that houses are allotted to propetly targeted beneficiaries
and the possibility of sale/misusc of housing units is avoided. "The
list should be notified and placed in the website of the
ULB/JNNURM.

e ‘I'he layout plan must be socially cohesive and should facilitatc social
interaction. lifforts may be made for providing at least 30% open
spaces with 15% green arca in the layouts and adequate social and
livelihoods infrastructure.

e Adcquate spacc. must be provided for community activitics,
informal sector markets, livelihood activitics, pen for animals (1f

crmitted and required), space to take cate of convergent services
such as health, education and recreation conforming to the specific
needs of cach of the slum pockets and their beneficiarices.

e ‘I'he houses proposed should have two rooms, balcony, kitchen and
separate bathroom and latdne, individual water connection and

9 ‘gg’



sewer connection. Aspects such as storage space for keeping things
in rooms/kitchen, location of kitchen, location of toilet and
bathroom in the houses to facilitate ptivacy, independent access
from both rooms to toilet and bathroom, leaving a small space for
fitting exhaust fan in kitchen and toilet, balcony for drying clothes
etc., are some of the nuances that can be thoughtfully incorporated
in the design of the houses for the poot.

The State authoritics/ULBs may adopt some of the innovative
designs and layouts of houses, multi-purpose community centres,
informal scctor markets and animal pens, ctc. prepared and
compiled by HUDCO and BMIPC. The Toolkit published in this
regard may be referred to. -

"The State authortitics, in consultation with appraisal agencics, should
cnsure that necessary clearances such as environmental clearance,
Coastal Regulation Zone (CRZ) regulation clearance, land usc
clearance, ctc. are obtained. ‘They should also ensure that necessaty
technical approvals ate sccured from the competent agencices as per
State PWD Code.

Since these projects are requited to be generally completed in 12 to
15 months, it is generally expected that any cscalation in the project
cost is borne by the Statc Government/ULB concerned.  For
reducing escalation in the cost projects, the following option could
be excercised:-

1) Purchasing matetials (cement, stecl, sanitary pipes, clectrical
items) in bulk, wherever considered prudent and feasible with
a view to reducing cost; -

i) Lncouraging labour contribution from the beneficiarics under
the supervision of qualified personnel;

i)y  Bifurcating tendering  (between housing component  and
infrastructure component) with a view to reducing  the
possibility of time and cost overruns; and

iv)  Creating/using 2 revolving “Basic Services for Urban Poor
(BSUP) I'und” catmarked out of the municipal budget and
supplemented by other innovative measures  like cross-
subsidization for meeting cost escalation,

Wherever informal sector matkets are taken up as a part of social
infrastructure, their operation on a time-shating basis by inhabitants
for cnabling wider coverage of beneficiaries can be considered by
the ULB concerned. »
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© Adequate provision should be made for solid and liquid waste
disposal and digestet technology could be adopted in place of dual-
pits /septic tanks, wherever feasible. ’

Road-side plantations with tree guards and green belts are advisable.
Responsibility of the technical specifications (adhcrence to State
PWD Codc) and theit approval by the competent authority lics with
the ULBs/State Level Nodal Agency. The appraisal agencics must
ensure that technical specifications atc duly approved by the
technically competent authority as per State Government Public
Works code. |

Prime Minister’s New 15-Point Programme for the Welfare of
‘the Minotities: An imporiant objective of the new programme is Lo ensure
that the benefils of various government schemes for the underprivileged reach the
disadvantaged sections of the minority communities. 1n this regard, carc
should be taken to take up clusters of minority beneficiaries Lo the
extent possible. Wherever feasible, cfforts should be madce to
allocate upto 15% of targets and outlays under BSUP and 1HSDP
for the minoritics. Similatly, ptiority  should be given  to
accommodate physically challenged benceficiatics.

Capacity Building Activities: In the year 2006-07, the Ministry of
HUPA had released fund to the State Governments for capacity
building activitics including Rescarch and l'raining  towatds
implementation of BSUP and 1HISDP projects. Unless the States
submit utilisation certificates for the funds teleased catliet, further
release of Central Assistance would be held up, as utlisation
certificates have to be furnished within 12 months from the date of
closure of the financial year to which financial sanction pertains.

Status of Project Implementation: The States/ULBs should
present Quarterly Progress Repotts/Monthly Progress Reports as
per prescribed format, without fail to cnable the Ministry to repott
to Prime Minister’s Office in Gme. Tiurther, one page abstract on
the status of implementation of projects and reforms must be
presented before presenting the details of project proposals in the
~ meetings of Central Sanctioning & Monitoring Committee/Central
Sanctioning Committec.
Sctting up of PMU/PIA/PIU: 'The States/U'l's should submit
“proposals to the o/o OSD (INNURM) which will get the samc
appraised and bring up before the Central Sanctioning &
Monitoting Committee/Central Sanctioning Comimittee.
‘'ransparent mcthod should be adopted in the selection and
appointment  of professionals  in PMUs and PlUs. Such
appointments should not be permanent in nature but only 1n terms
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of short-term engagements. The appointments should not be seen
as a place for parking the dead-wood. Each appointment should be
based on prescribed terms of reference and the deliverables should
be measured. Various activities, tasks and outcomes have to be
cleatly spelt out in the TORs. States/ULBs should cxercise utmost
caution in making such appointments on a contract basis. The
States/ULBs should try and cnsure minimum expenditure by
sclecting/appointing professionals at an.appropriate- fee rather than
immediatcly opting for the maximum amount indicated by the
Centre. However, the calibre of such professionals should be of a
reasonably high level.

Fees for Preparation of DPRs: 'I'hc States should submit .
proposals to the concerned Appraisal Agency which had appraised
the projects. ‘The Appraisal Agency has a crucial role in cxamining
the claim with particular reference to the vatious stages  of
improvement and modifications that were brought out in the DPRs
before they were finally approved by the Central Sanctioning and
Monitoring  Committee/Central Sanctioning  Committee. ‘The
Appraisal Agency should submit proposals to the Ministty for
releasing Central Assistance towards the cost of pteparation of
DPRs (both in the case of DPRs prepared by in-housce personnel as
well as by consultants). "These will be considered by the Central
Sanctioning and  Monitoring  Committee.  After approval,
reccommendation will be sent to the Ministty of I'inance/ Ministty of
Home Affairs for releasing Central Assistance out of the ACA
allocation for the particular State/U1’ in the case of projects
prepated by consultants. The Central Assistance for DPRs prepated
through in-house personnel of the States would be released from
out of the 1% JNNURM fund in the Budget of Ministry of HUPA
as decided in the Central Sanctioning & Monitoring Committee
/Central Sanctioning Committee meetings catlier, o
Community Development Network (CDN): "The States / Ul
should prioritise and get necessary approval from S1.SC/SLCC to
the proposals concerning Community Development Network
(CDN) so as to seck Community Participation 1‘und. Such
proposals received in the Ministry of HUPA will be appraised by a
team working under the GOI-UNDP Project on National Stratcgy
for Utban Poor coordinated by the National Projcct
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Coordinator/Deputy Secretary (JNNURM). The reports will then
be placed before the Central Sanctioning & Monitoring Committee.

Community Development Networks involving Neighbouthood
Groups, Neighbourhood Committees ~ and ~ Community
Devclopment Societics should be promoted so that the dynamics of
the CDN lead to fraternity in the neighbouthoods and the issues of
alicnation of all sosts are eliminated. CDN should work towards
better intet- and intra- rclationships in colonics to get over the
dividing forces. ‘This will strengthen a feeling of solidarity among
the residents. '

Third Party Inspection and Monitoring (TPIM) mechanism:
'PIM should be instituted to bring transparcncy and quality in the
implementation of BSUP and THSDP projects. ‘The Ministry 1s
glving neccessary assistance to the States for TPIM. T'oolkit has been
prepared and communicated to the State Governments.

Quality of Projects: Housing for the poot docs not mean poot
quality housing. Utmost emphasis must be given to the quality of
houses for the poor. A vector-free atmosphere and healthy living
cnvironment should be ensured i the housing projects under
BSUP/THSDP.

Socio-economic Survey: No cfforts should be spared for
conducting socio-cconomic surveys of potential beneficiarics. ‘This
would facilitate asscssing the needs of the beneficiaries, especially
for schools, health centres and other social/community facilities.
Based on the socio-cconomic sutvey, biometric identity cards
should be issued to the beneficiaries to cnsutc that they do not scll
the dwelling units and squat clsewhere. Such sutveys should cover
housing, health, cducational and livelihood profiles of the urban
poor. 'The surveys would assist in designing good BSUP/THSDP
projects by taking into account important aspects such as
dependency load in the existing schools, capacity of hospitals for in-
and out-patients, need for multi-purpose community —CCALLCS
including livelihood centre and informal scctor matkets. [HUDCO
und BMTPC have developed good designs of houses, colonies and various types
of soctal infrastructure facilities which could be appropriately used while
 formulating project proposals. A Toolkit bas also been published.

e City Poverty Reduction Strategy Report. The city of Rajkot
(Gujarat) has brought out a City Poverty Reduction Strategy Report.
Orther citics/towns may bring out similar reports.



* Convergence of Health, Education and Social Security: It is
necessaty to integrate provisions of Health, Education and Social
Security with Housing for the Poor to enable them to lead a better
quality of life. The Urban Local Bodies and State Governments
have a critical role to play to ensure proper convergence of facilitics
undet the already available schemes for education, health and social
sccutity implemented through different departments/fields. "I'he
ptojects should list out the deficiencies in terms of aceess to school,
primaty health centre, provision of social welfare measures so that
timely remedial measures in accordance with the socio-cconomic
survey can be taken up.  Provision of adequate infrastructure for
school and health care should be taken at the formulation of the
project itself. A mere statement that adequate number of
schools/hcalth centres is available in the vicinity of the proposed
housing colony would not be sufficient. The State/ UI.B/
implementing agency should certify that such facilitics available in
the vicinity are also accessible to the slum dwellers. Similarly proper
convergence of schemes in the realm of social sccutity such as old
age pension, health insurance, maternity benefit scheme, cte. should
be accessed to benefit the urban poor selected under JNNURM.

* Proposals for additional schools or additional rooms in existing
schools must be part of the DPRs. The capacity of the existing
schools to absotb the children from colonics being developed under
BSUP and THSDP nceds to be studied. The cstimate of school-
going children (including those from the new colonices) and demand
for classrooms in terms of prevailing norms, capacity in cxisting
schools and the additional capacity required should be worked out.
Similar exercise should be done for providing health carc facilitics.
Further, action needs to be taken to provide other community
infrastructure and facilitics. Detailed cstimates of requirements as
per norms, availability and gaps to be addressed have to be prepared
at the iitial stage of ptroject preparation itself.

* Projects for in-situ development: States should come up with

- projects for in-situ development with good lay-outs and type
designs. The emphasis should be to provide a better and supportive
atmosphere for living and working. The in-situ development should
not end up with creation of another cluster of houses without
access to water, sanitation and social infrastructure.

* Sense of belongingness: To creatc a sense of belongingness, the
slums may be named in consultation with the intended beneficiatics.
Provision of a low cost enclosure around open spaces in the slum

—
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pocket being covered under BSUP/IHSDP could be considered by
States/ULBs, if the cost is not prohibitive.

O&M System for Maintenance:- Maintenance of the asscts and
upkeep of cleanliness and hygiene in the housing complexes /
colonics developed under BSUP and IHSDP should be given
importance.  Statc Governments /ULBs should cvolve a viable
mechanism for maintenance of the assets created under BSUP and
IHSDP  projects, especially the houses and common facilitics
constructed.

Three key reforms cotre to the urban poor: Special attention
should be paid for the implementation of the three key reforms
stipulated under JNNURM that are critical to the urban poor: (1)
internal carmatking within local body budgets for basic scrvices Lo
the utban poor; (ii) provision of basic scrvices including  the
implementation of 7-Point Chatter in accordance with agreed
dmelines; (i) carmarking at least 20-25% of developed land in all
housing projects (both public and private agencics) for 1WS/116
category with a system of cross subsidization.

IEC activity: In a pecople-centric programme like BSUP and
IHSDP under JNNURM, there is a need to generate greater
awareness among the tatgeted sections 50 that they received what is
intended for them by the Government. Any awatencss campaign
should have a national appeal and recall value with consistent and
coherent slogans and themes. The States/ULBs could bring out
advertisements in vernacular languages with local adaptation of the
templates prepared by the Ministry of HUPA. States /UL.Bs should
ensure that the local adaptation does not deviate from the letter and
spirit of the national templates and the messages conveyed are only
about the programme and related policy advocacy. 'They should
also ensure that all such media campaign is in accordance with the
relevant rules and regulations applicable. Cost of such campaign, in
accordance with Government approved rates, would be reimbursed
o the States/ULBs under 11RC component of JNNURM subject to
limits fixed by CSMC. Reimbusement will be made if prior
approval of the Mission Directorate/ CSMC/CSC in the Ministry ol
HUPA was obtained before launching such campaign. Proposals
for reimbursement of such expenditure will be submitted through
HUDCO which will put up the same to the Central Sanctioning and
Monitoring Committee for its consideration and approval of
reimbursement through Department of Hxpenditure, Ministry of
Finance or Ministry of Home Affairs, as the casc may be.
