No. F 1-15/2015/Endowment/VI.—Exercising the executive power conferred by the Constitution of India,
the State Government, hereby, makes the following Amendment in the Sindhu Pilgrimage, Financial Assistance Rules,
2016.

AMENDMENT ON RULE 3

Rule number 3 ‘Amount of Assistantce’— The previous rule of providing Assistance amount of 50% of the
actual expenditure incurred on every adult pilgrimage or a maximum of Rs. 15000/- whichever is less in case of adults
(18 years and above), and Assistance amount of 50% of actual expenditure incurred on every child or Rs. 5000/- which
ever is less in case of children (more than 5 years) has been amended.

The new rule states the Assistance amount of 50% of the actual expenditure incurred on every pilgrimage or
a maximum of Rs 15000/- whichever is less, shall be payable. The Amendment shall come into force with immediate
effect.

No. F 5-36/2015/18.— In exercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (1) of Section 38 of
the Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Act, 2014 (No. 7 of
2014) and after consultation with the Local Authority and the Town Vending Committee, the State
Government, hereby, formulates the following scheme for the welfare of Street Vendors, namely:—
SCHEME
CHAPTER-I
PRELIMINARY
1. Short title, commencement and extent.—
(1) This scheme shall be called the Chhattisgarh Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood
and Regulation of Street Vending) Scheme, 2016.
(2) It shall come in to force from the date of publication in the Official Gazette.
3) It shall extend to the whole State of Chhattisgarh.
2. Definitions.— The words and expressions used herein but not defined shall have the same
meaning as respectively assigned to them in the Street Vendors (Protection of Livelihood and Regula-
tion of Street Vending) Act, 2014 (No. 7 of 2014) and the Chhattisgarh Street Vendors (Protection of
Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) Rules, 2015.
CHAPTER-II

SURVEY OF STREET VENDORS

3. Survey.—
(1) Method of Survey shall be as follows,—

(a) a team is to be constituted for vendor survey;

(b) constituted team will complete the survey work with the instruction and
guidance of Town Vending Committee (TVC);

(c) composition of survey team includes,-
(1) Revenue Inspector,
(i1) Assistant Revenue Inspector,
(ii1) Assistant Project Officer (NULM),
@iv) Mission Manager (NULM),
(v) Community Organizers, and
(vi) ward in-charge from Urban Local Bodies (ULB).

(d) constituted team will perform ward wise survey in the assigned format (AN-
NEXURE I);

(e) at the time of collecting important information in the assigned format, photo

copy of Voter Id/Aadhar Card/ Driving License must be obtained for verifica-
tion of information;
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) database of information collected through assigned format will be immedi-
ately prepared by the Town Vending Committee (TVC);
(2) survey team will observe the vending zone and local natural market at the time
of survey;
(h) Urban Local Bodies (ULB) and Town Vending Committee (TVC) can take
service of any survey agency (through RFP) for survey;
@) City Level Federation (CLF) can also be given the responsibility for survey of
vendors.
2) Matters relating to taking services from Survey Agency,-
(a) Survey Agency will complete the survey work under the instruction and guid-
ance of Town Vending Committee (TVC);
(b) Survey Agency will collect information in assigned format and will also col-
lect important documents to verify the information (Voter ID/Aadhar card/
Driving License);
(c) The Survey agency will be time bound to complete the survey work as per the
agreement with Town Vending Committee and Urban Local Bodies;
(d) database of information collected in the survey format will be immediately
prepared by Survey Agency;
(e) ward wise survey of vendors will be completed by the Survey Agency;
® During the survey, the survey agency will not incite fear or foster greed in the
street vendors or their family members.
CHAPTER-III
VENDING CERTIFICATE AND IDENTITY CARD
4. Time limit to distribute vending certificate to surveyed vendors.— Vending certificate will
be issued to all registered vendors through Nagar Palika Nigam/ Nagar Palika Parishad/ Nagar
Panchayat within three months from the date of completion of survey.
5. Terms and conditions to provide Vending Certificate.— Terms and conditions for Vending

Certificate shall be as follows,-

(a)

Vending Certificate does not confer ownership of land, but only confers the use of
land based on certain conditions;

vendor or dependent family members who are engaged in vending work must not be
less than 14 years of age;

vendor should not be involved in any illegal or immoral occupation;

vendor should not be involved in any occupation which is prohibited by the State
Government or by the Local Urban Authority;

vending certificate cannot be transferred or sold;
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) a recent passport size color photo of vendor must be affixed on the vending certifi-
cate; and if the wife or adult child of vendor does the vending work then, the said
member’s photo must also be affixed in vending certificate;
(2) by providing application to designated authority of Urban Local Body, vending cer-
tificate can be issued to those who were left out during survey;
(h) in case of loss or theft of vending certificate, the certificate can be reissued by compe-
tent authority of Urban Local Body by charging the scheduled fee;
(1) identification of new vendor and new vending zone is a continuous process and this
work must be carried out continuously by Urban Local Bodies (ULBs).
6. Criteria, additional terms and conditions and format of Vending Certificate.— Criteria and

terms and conditions for the issue of Vending Certificate specified in Annexure II will be
complied with and the format of the Vending Certificate will be as specified therein.

Method and format to issue Identity card to vendors.— The vendors shall be issued Identity
Card as specified in Annexure II subject to the following conditions,-

Identity card will be issued under the Signature of Commissioner or Chief Municipal
Officer of Local authority;

Identity card must contain a photograph;

The Local authority must provide the following information on the Identity Card-
Date of Issue, Validity Period, Registration Number, Zone Number, Vending Place,
Vending Period, Category of Vending, Type of Occupation, Full Address, Signature
and Designation of Issuing Authority and on other side Instructions must be printed.

Identity card issued to vendor will carry a 12 digit Nomination Code in which first two
digit will be District Code, next two digit will be Urban Local Body Code, next two
digit will be vendors Ward Code, next two digit will the code of the Products / Goods
sold by the Vendor & next four digit will be the serial number of Vendor which will be
issued according to the number of vendors in the particular Urban Local body.

Parameters to issue vending certificate to vendors.—

(1)

Vendors will be issued vending certificate by the Urban Local Body based on the
following parameters,-
(a) Vendors have to produce stamp paper of Rs. 50 before the Town Vending
Committee with a letter of promise, with the following implications-
) vendor will use the vending certificate for himself or for his/her de-
pendent family members only;

(ii) vending certificate will not be transferred or sold;

(iii)  vendor does not have any other available or allotted vending place or
any shop within the boundaries of the Urban Local Body;

@iv) vending certificate has not been issued to any other dependent family
members (wife/son) of vendor;

(v) vendors will not use the vending certificate for any type of illegal or
immoral occupation;
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(vi) vendor will not use the vending certificate for vending of any type of
explosive item;
(vii))  vendor will not use the vending certificate for vending of any type of
alcoholic / drug items;
(viii)  vendor will follow sanitation rules in the Vending Zone;
(ix) vendor will not use any type of Polythene/plastic carry bags;
) The State Government may issue further instructions from time to time which will
have to be complied with by the vendor.

Every Town Vending Committee (TVC) will have a bank account.

Every street vendor will deposit in such account, in the prescribed form, money which
could be the vending fees or charges and penalties related to registration use of park-
ing space for mobile stalls and availing of civic services every month. The details of
such deposit must be recorded in the prescribed form.

An annual audit of the account will be carried out by the TVC.

The local authority concerned is free to make its own alternative arrangement for

collection of fees, charges and penalties.

CHAPTER V

VALIDITY, RENEWAL, CANCELLATION AND SUSPENSION OF VENDING CERTIFICATES

Validity of Vending Certificate.—
(1)

Vending Certificate will be valid for a period of 5 years from the date of issue.

The Vending Certificate can be renewed after 5 years on payment of appropriate vend-
ing fees.
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3) In case the vendor relocates to another town/ vending zone or in case of his death, the
vending certificate should be handed over to the Urban Local Body.
12. Method and time limit for renewal of the Vending Certificate.—

13.

(1) On completion of five years, the Vending Certificate can be extended for the next five
years on approval of the Town Vending Committee.

(2) The fees to be charged on renewal of the Vending Certificate has to be determined on
the basis of commercial viability of the place and of the goods being sold by the

vendor.

Method of cancelation or suspension of Vending Certificate.—

(1) The Vending Certificate can be cancelled or suspended for the following reasons—

(a) if vending is not done in the scheduled vending zone;

(b) if the vendor illegally occupies areas beyond his allotted vending zone or
spreads out his goods beyond the allotted vending zone or illegally creates
temporary or permanent establishments;

(c) despite warnings, the vendor litters or dirties the space in or around his allotted
vending zone;

(d) if the vendor violates the rules prescribed by the Urban Local Body;

(e) if the vendor ignores traffic rules and thereby causes circumstances that dis-
rupt traffic;

) if the vendor fails to pay the vending fee determined by the Urban Local Body
within the prescribed time;

(2) if the vendor fails to produce his identity card or vending certificate on being
demanded by the competent authority of the Urban Local Bodies;

(h) in the event of the street vendor frequently using plastic carry bags;

@) in the event of the street vendor not complying with standards of hygiene;

G) if the street vendor has employed any child below 14 years of age, thereby
violating the provisions of Child Labour (Prohibition and Bye-laws (Regula-
tions) ) Act, 2005;

(k) if the vendor indulges in misbehavior/ eve teasing towards other vendors;

) if the vendor is found indulging in any illegal or immoral activity in the con-
duct of his business;

(m) if the vendor vends either drugs or alcohol or explosives.
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CHAPTER VI
CLASSIFICATION OF VENDORS
14. Classification of vendors.—
(D) Vendors can be classified into three main types:
(a) permanent;
(b) seasonal; and
(c) mobile vendor.
2) Vendors can also be categorized with reference to the places from where they are
operating, for example-
(a) natural markets
(b) weekly markets
(c) heritage markets
15. Special Categorization.—
(D) The following categories of vendors must be given preference while granting vending
certificate-
(a) Disabled person
(b) Senior citizen
(c) Divorced or widow.
(d) Third gender community
(e) Women
2) Preference shall be given to the above category of vendors in distribution of certifi-
cates based on recommendations by the Town Vending Committee.
CHAPTER VII
RELOCATION OF VENDORS
16. Relocation of Vendor.—

(1)

Vendors may be relocated in Public Interest for the following causes—

(a) if the traffic is not convenient and systematically organized;
(b) if the vending zone is overcrowded;
(c) if the vending zone is in narrow track;

(d) at the time of widening of the road;
(e) in the event of violation of the master plan;

® in and around of the very special or important personality house, from safety
point of view;

(2) on the side ways of vending zone, if there is proposal for telephone line, elec-
tric line , drainage construction, beautification of road side or if it is located on
government land for other purpose.
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CHAPTER VIII

EVICTION OF VENDORS

17. Manner of Eviction of Vendors.—

(D In the following circumstances the vendors may be evicted by the Urban Local Body
with the prior approval from the Town Vending Committee after being served a month
notice,-

(a) if the vendor occupies any land in any part of the town wherein his allotted

vending zone is not located;

(b) if any development work is proposed by the government or local body in the
vending zone;

(c) if the traffic system is interrupted by the vendors;

(d) if the vendor litters or dirties the surrounding;

(e) if the vendor disrupts the pipelines or power lines by disposing off garbage or
damaging;

f) if the vendor indulges in any illegal or immoral activity in the conduct of his
business;

(g) if the vendor is convicted of any offence in any trial court;

(h) if the vendor misbehaves with any person;

1) in the event of separate vending zones being constructed or being made avail-

able for street vendors;
)] in the event of the vendor vending without a valid vending certificate;

(k) in the event of the vendor failing to produce the vending certificate or identity
card on demand;

)] in the event of a shop/kiosk being allotted to the vendor by the Urban Local
Body;

(m) In the event of being complained against by 80 percent or more vendors.
18. The manner of giving notice to evict of vendors.—

(D The following procedure will be followed for eviction of vendors,-
(a) the vendor has to be issued a 30 day notice by the Urban Local Body;

(b) the eviction notice and a notice consisting of names of all street vendors af-
fected by such eviction will be affixed to the notice board of the Urban Local
Body;

(c) 48 hours before eviction, a final notice in the form of a proclamation will be

given to the street vendors in the vending zones by the Urban Local Body.
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19. Manner of eviction in case of failure to vacate within the notice period.—
() In the event of completion of the notice period under Section 18 of the act, the ven-
dors can be forcibly evicted.
2) In the course of eviction, the local body will take the assistance of the local police.
3) For the eviction of female vendors, the assistance of female police personnel will be
taken.
“4) The penalties imposed alongside eviction will not exceed the value of goods held for
sale by the vendors.
(®)] In case the vendors or his peers forcibly resist the authorities, legal proceedings will
be initiated against them.
CHAPTER IX
SEIZURE OF GOODS
20. Terms and Conditions of seizure of goods by the Urban Local Body.—

The following procedure will be followed by the Urban Local Body for seizure of
goods of the vendors and preparation of list of goods seized under Section 19 of the
Act-

(a) every possible care must be taken to prevent damage to goods;

(b) every possible care must be taken to prevent contamination of food items, if
any such items are subject to seizure;

(c) every possible care must be taken to prevent damage to breakable plastic goods;

(d) the Urban Local Body shall not be responsible for deterioration of perishable
goods (fruit/flower/vegetable/meat etc);

(e) Urban Local Body shall be responsible for security;

® A photo copy/ carbon copy of the list of seized goods will be immediately
handed over to the vendors by the Urban Local Body.

Manner and fine for reclaiming seized goods.—

The Urban Local Body shall return the seized goods to the vendor on payment of fine.
The perishable goods shall be returned during office hours on payment of fine.

Where the vendor of perishable goods fails to reclaim the goods, such seized goods
must be disposed off in such a manner so as to comply with standards of hygiene.

A receipt of fine recovered by the Urban Local Body shall be handed over to the
vendor.
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CHAPTER X
SOCIAL AUDITING
22. Manner and form of Social Auditing of the activity of Town Vending Committee (Annex-

A Social audit is to be conducted to review the activities of the Town Vending Com-
mittee.

A list of major vending zones and natural markets in every city is to be prepared for
social audit.

A list of vendors in the respective vending zones and natural markets in the city is to
be prepared for social audit.

10 per cent of vendors are to be selected from amongst these vending zones and
natural markets.

The selection of these 10 per cent vendors will be through random sampling.

2 per cent of major markets and vending zones are to be selected through random
sampling.

After the selection of markets, social audit data is to be collected from the vendors and
buyers of the selected markets in the specified format. (Annexure IV and V).

A database of the information collected through social audit will be prepared by the
Town Vending Committee.

Based on the information obtained from the social audit, the Town Vending Commit-
tee will make requisite provisions to deal with the existing shortcomings.

Conditions under which Private places may be designated as restricted vending zones,
partially restricted zone and no vending zone.—

Private places can be operated as vending zones by a written agreement between land
owners and Urban Local Body.

Any institution’s vacant land can be used as a vending zone by a written agreement
between land owner and the vendor of the Urban Local Body. The agreement must

also specify the vending duration and fee.

The agreement must also specify whether the vending is to be conducted daily or
weekly, and the agreement should also specify the duration of vending.

The agreement should also specify that the vendor will not sell contaminated food.
Alcoholic beverages and narcotic drugs will not be vended.

Inflammable and explosive substances will not be vended.
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@) In addition to the fee in the agreement, the vendor is also liable to pay sanitation
service fee.

(8) The vendor shall not vend any object that disrupts communal harmony.

9 The agreement will also include that the vendor will not use any loud noise producing
equipment.

(10)  The permission for vending on any business establishment or private institution can
be granted on the following terms-

(a) on the basis of time limit for vending;

(b) on the basis of quality of goods being vended;

(c) on the basis of goods being unobjectionable;

(d) on the basis of request regarding the size of space by the vendor, and the
extent to which the same is being permitted by the private institution/ business
organization via the owner or the authorized agent;

(e) on the basis of the permission of the private institution/ business organization
via the owner or the authorized agent.

CHAPTER XI
HEALTH AND HYGIENE STANDARDS
24, Terms and conditions for securing standards of health and hygiene for vendors.—

(1) Each vendor shall maintain health and hygiene standards in and around public places
according to the parameters laid down.

2) Vendor shall ensure that no loss is caused to public convenience and public property.

3) The Municipality shall impose fee for maintenance of public convenience and public
property of the vendors.

“4) The vendor shall have to follow the appropriate procedure laid down by the Munici-
pality to ensure proper disposal of waste.

%) The Municipality will ensure provision of dustbin/ trashcan to prevent foul smell from
spreading around.

(6) The Municipality will ensure provision of drinking water and proper lighting arrange-
ments.

CHAPTER XII
STATE NODAL OFFICERS
25. Posting of State Nodal Officers for ensuring co-ordination amongst vendors.—
(1) State Nodal Officers shall be posted for the purpose of ensuring co-ordination amongst
vendors.
(2) The State Nodal Officer so designated shall be of rank not less than that of a Joint
director placed at Directorate, Urban Administration and Development Department.
3) State Nodal Officer shall organize meetings once every six months to discuss the
regional issues and develop the plan.

27. The manner of distribution of the time of Vending.—

In allotting time span for vending the male and female vendors will be treated equally
without any discrimination in the rules and parameters concerned with such allotment.

In case the number of vendors in vending zones exceeds the space available, vendors
shall be allotted time-spans for vending in different shifts. This will provide equal
opportunity to all vendors in the promotion of their livelihood and in maintaining
standards of hygiene at the vending zone.

Where vending activities take place before the opening of markets that function in the
location of such vending zone, vendors have to be given strict instructions to vacate
the place before such opening. Further, they will also have to maintain cleanliness and
order of such vending zones.

Principles for determining restriction free vending zones, partly restricted vending zones
and no-vending zone.—

The Town Vending Committee shall determine the restriction free vending zones, partly
restricted vending zones and no-vending zone of the city.

During the determination of restriction free vending zone, partially restricted vending
zone and no vending zone the smooth functioning of roads, traffic and transportation
shall be taken into account. The Urban Local Bodies will also have to make arrange-
ments for-

(a) the construction of toilets at vending zones- at the rate of one urinal for every
10 vendors;

(b) the provision of adequate water supply in toilets;

(c) the construction of toilets keeping buyers in mind alongside vendors;

(d) the construction of separate toilets for men and women along with care-takers

for women'’s toilets;

(e) entering into agreements with social organizations for the maintenance and
cleanliness of the toilet;

® the provision for the collection of fees on usage of toilets by vendors and
others;
(2) monthly passes for the usage of toilets in the vending zones by the vendors.

Restricted vending zone shall be in a place where vendor can operate in a specific
time period and after that period, the vendors will have to vacate the zone. The Urban
Local Body shall identify such places and vending-related instructions/information
shall be pasted on notice boards such as-

(a) time span for vending in a day;

(b) time span for vending in weekly markets.

The restriction free vending zone shall be in a place where vendors can operate as per
their convenience and necessity. However, the vendor must ensure compliance with
regards to guidelines and criteria laid down by local authority, such as-

(a) maintenance of Hygiene standards;

(b) prohibition and regulation of illegal and unethical businesses;

(c) vending within the confines of allotted place.
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(5 No vending zone shall be the place where practice of vending is completely
prohibited.
29. Principle of determining strength of Vending zone and manner for comprehensive census
and survey.—
(1) The Town Vending Committee will conduct a survey of vendors within its jurisdiction,
once in every five years.
(2) The identified vendors shall be arranged in vending zones on the basis of absorption
capacity of the vending zone.
3) The remaining vendors shall have to be arranged in nearby vending zones.
30. Principles of shifting and rehabilitation of vendors.—
(D) Unless there is urgent need for the use of a place, shifting of vendors shall be
prohibited as far as possible.
(2) While the scheme of rehabilitation is being planned and executed, the affected ven-
dors and their representatives will be taken into consideration.
3) Before transferring the street vendors, their livelihood and quality of life must be
improved.
4) The transferred vendors will be given opportunities to enhance their quality of life, so
that the vendors can avail the opportunities under the new scheme of rehabilitation.
(%) The rights of vendors shall not be affected by transfers or land-related issues. The
transfers shall be in accordance with the provisions of the Act.
(6) The State will regulate the forcible eviction of vendors according to the economic
parameters, and then investigate upon the same.
31. Miscellaneous.—
(1) Vendor’s festival shall be organized annually for the identified vendors of the State.
(2) Vendors Festival shall be organized every year in different districts.
3) Vendors shall be rewarded for year-long maintenance of hygiene standards.
