THE DELHI RENT CONTROL ACT, 1958
No. 59 oF 1958

An Act to provide for the control of rents and evictions and of
rates of hotels and lodging houses, and for the lease of vacant
premises to Government, in ¢ertain areas in the Union terri-
tory of Delhi.

' [31sz December, 1958.]

BE it enacted by Parliament in the Ninth Year of the Republic of India as
follows : — .

CHAPTER 1
PRELIMINARY

1. (1) This Act may be cailed the Delhi Rent Control Act, 1958.

(2) It extends to the areas included within the limits of the New Delhi Short
Municipal Committee and .the Delhi Cantonment Board and to such urban title:

Provided that the Central Government may, by notification in the Official
Gazette, extend this Act or any provision thereof, to amy other urban area in-
cluded within the limits of the Municipal = Corporation of Dethi or exclude
any area from the operation of this Act or any provision thereof.

(3) It shall come into force on such date' as the Central Goverhment may,
by notification in the Official Gazette, appoint.

2. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires,—

(@) “basic rent”, in relation to premises let out before the 2nd day Defini-
of June, 1944, means the basic rent of such premises as determined in ac- "™
cordance with the provisions of the Second Schedule;

(h) “Controller” means a Controller appointed under sub-section () of
section 35 and includes an additional Controller appointed under sub-section
(2) of that section;

{c) “fair rate” means the fair rate fixed under section 31 and includes
the rate as revised under section 32;

(d) “hotel or lodging house” means a building or pari of a building
~where lodging with or without board or other services is provided for a
monetary consideration;

{¢) “landlord” means a person who, for the time being is receiving. or
is- entitled to receive, the rent of any premises, whether on his own account
or on account of or on behalf of, or for the benefit of, any other person or as
a trustee, guardian or receiver for any other person or who would so receive
the rent or be entitled to receive the rent, if the premises were let to a
tenant;
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(f) “lawful increase” means an increase in rent permilted under the
provisions of this "Act;

(g) “manager of a hotel” includes any person in charge of the management
of the hotel;

() “owner of a lodging house”™ means a person who receives or is

entitled to receive whether on his own account or on behalf of himself and
uthers or as an agent or a trustee for any other person, any monetary con-

sideratioq from any person on account of board, lodging or other services
provided in the lodging house:;

(/) “premises” means any building or part of a building which is, or is

. intended to be, let separately for use as a residence or for commercial use

or for any other purpose, and includes—

(i) the garden, grounds and outhouses, if any. appertainine to such
building of part of the building;

(if) any furniture supplied by the landlord for use in such building
or part of the building: :

but does not include a room in a hote! or lodging house;
(i) “prescribed” means prescribed by rules made under this Act;

(k) “standard rent”, in relation to any premises, means the standard rent
referred to in section 6 or where the standard rent has been increased under
section 7, such increased rent; )

(%} “standard rent”, in relation to any premises, means the standard rent

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Explanation 1.—The order of succession in the event of the death of the

person continuing in possession after the termination of his tenancy shall be
as follows:— :

(a) firstly, his surviving spouse;
(b) secondly, his son or daughter, or both, if there is no surviving

spouse, or if the surviving spouse did not ordinarily live with the deceased
person as a member of his family up to the date of his death;

(c) thirdly. his parents, if there is no surviving spouse, son or
daughter of the deceased person, or if such survivinz spouse, son or
daughter or any of them, did not ordinarily live in the premises as a
member of the family of the deceased person up to the date of his death;
and

{d) fourthly, his daughter-in-law, being the widow of his pre-decea-
sed sonm, if there is no surviving spouse, son, daughter or parents of the
deceased person, or if such surviving spouse, son, daughter or parents,
or any of them, did not ordinarily live in the premises as a member of
the family of the deceased person up to the date of his death.

Explanation II.—If the person, who acquires, by succession, the right to
continue in possession after the fermination of the tenancy, was not financially
dependent on the deceased person on the date of his death, such successor
shalt acquire such right for a limited period of one vear; and, on the expiry of
that period, or on his death, whichever is earlier, the right of such successor
to continue in possession after the termination of the tenancy shall become
extinguished.

Explanation IIl—For the removal of doubts, it is hereby declared
that,—

(@) where, by reason of Explanation II, the right of any successor
to continue in possession after the termination of the tenancy becomes
extingnished, sich extinguishment shall not affect the richt of any other
successor of the same category to continue in possession after the ter-
mination of the tenancy; but if there is no other successor of the same
category, the right to continue in possession after the termination of the
tenancy shall not, on such extinguishment, pass on to any other successor
specified in any lower category ‘or categories, as the case may be:

“{b} the right of every successor, referred 10 in  FExplanation I, to
continue in possession after the termination of the tenancy, shall be per-
sonal to him and shall not. on the death of such successor, devolve on
any of his heirs;]

(m) “urban area”™ has the same meaning as in the Delhi Municipal
Corporation Act, 1957. )

3. Nothing in this Act shall apply—
{a} to any premises belonging to the Government; or

{h) to any temancy or other like relationship created by a grant from the
Government in respect of the premises taken on lease, or requisitioned, by
the Government:

[Provided that wherc any premises belonging to Government have been or are

lawfully let by any person by virtue of an agreement with the Government or
otherwise. then, notwithstanding anv judgment, decree or order of any court
or other authority, the provisions of this Act shall apply to such tenancy.]

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CHAPTER 11
PROVISIONS REGARDING RENT

4. (1) Except where rent is liable to periodical increase by virtue of an agree-
rent entered into before the 1st day of January, 1939, no tenant shall, notwith-
standing any agreement to the contrary, be liable to pay to his landlord for the
occupation of any premises any amount in excess of the standard rent of the
premises, unless such amount is a lawful increase of the standard rent in accor-
dance with the provisions of this Act. '

(2) Subject to the provisions of sub-section (1), any agreement for the pay:
ment of rent in cxcess of the standard rent shall be construed as if it were an
agreement for the payment of the standard rent only.

5. (7} Subject to the provisions of this Act, no person shall claim or receive
any renl in excess of the standard rent, notwithstanding any agreement to the
confrary.

{2y No person shall, in consideration of the erant, renewal or continuance of
a tenancy or sub-tenancy of any premises.— :

(@) claim or receive the payment of any sum as premium or pusree or
claim or receive any consideration whatsoever, in cash or in kind, in addition
i0 the rent: or

{h) except with the previous permission of the Controller, claim or
receive the payment of any sum exceeding one month’s rent of such premises
as rent in advance.

{3} It shall not be lawful for the tenant or any other person acting or pur-
porting to act on behalf of the tcnant or a sub-tenant to claim or receive any
payment in consideration of the relinquishment, transfer or assignment of his
fenancy or sub-tenancy, as the case may be, of any premises.

(4) Nothing in this section shall appiy-—

{¢) to any payment made in pursuance of an agreement entered into
hefore the Tst day of January, 1939: or

{b) to any payment made under an agreement by any person to a land-
tord for the purpose of financing the construction of the whole or part of any
premises on the fand belonging to, or taken on lease by, the landlord, if one
of the cenditions of the agreement is that the landlord is to let to that person
the whole or part of the premises when completed for the use of that person
or any member of his family : '

Provided that such payment does not exceed the amount of agreed rent
for a pericd of five years of the whale or part of the premises to be let to such
person.

years from the date of such letting out.

{3} For the purposes of this section, residential premises include premises
let out for the purposes of a public hospital. an educational institution, a public
library, reading room or an orphanage.

7. (I Where a landlord has at any time, before the commencement of this
Act witis o7 without the approval of the tenant or after the commencement of this
Act with the written approval of the tenant or of the Controller, incurred expendi-
ture for any improvement, addition or structural alteration in the premises, not
being expeaditure on decoration or tenantable repairs necessary -or usual for such
premises, and the cost of that improvement, addition or alteration has not been
laken into account in determining the rent of the premises, the landlord may
lawfully increase the standard rent per year by an amount not exceeding seven
and one-hall per cent. of such cost.

{(2) Where a landiord pays in respect of the premises any charge for electricity
or water consumed in the premises or any other charge levied by a local authority
having jurisdiction in the area which is ordinarily payable by the tenant, he may
recover from the tenant the amount so paid by him; but the landlord shall not
recover from the tenant whether by means of an increase in rent or otherwise
the amount of any tax on building or land imposed in respect of the premises

Provided that nothing in this sub-section shall affect the liability of any tenant
urder an agreement enicred into before the 1st day of Januvary.

(4) Where {or any reason it is not possible to determine the standard rent of
any premises on the principles sct forth under section 6, the Controller may fix
suc.a rent as would be reasonable having regard to the situation, locality and con-
dition of the premises and the amenities provided therein and where there are
similar or nearly similar premises in the locality, having regard also to the standard
rent payable in respect of such premises.

{5) The standard reat shall in all cases be fixed for a tenancy of twelve
months:

Provided that where any' premises are let or re-let for a period of less than
twelve months, the standard rent for such tenancy shall bear the same proporiion
to the annual standard rent as the period of tenancy bears to twelve months.

CHAPTER 111

CONTROL OF LVICTION OF TENANTS

(j) that the tenant has. whether béfore or after the commencement of
this Act, ¢aused or permitted to be caused substantial demage to the pre-
mises;

(k) that the tenant has, notwithstanding previous notice, used or dealt
with the premises in a manner conirary to any condition imposed on the
landlord by the Government or the Delhi Development Authority or the
Municipal Corporation of Delhi while giving him a lease of the land on which
the premises are situate;

() that the landlord requires the premiscs in order to carry out any
building work at the instance of the Government or the Delhi Development
Authority or the Municipal Corporation of Delhi in pursuance of any im-
provement scheme or development scheme and that such bunilding work can-
not be carried out without the premises heing vacated.
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(2) No order for the recovery of possession of any premises shall be made
on the ground specitied in clause (@) of the proviso to sub-section (1), if the tenant
makes payment or deposit as required by section 15:

Provided that no tenant shall be entitled to the benefit under this sub-section,
if having obtained such benefit once i1 respect of any premises, he again makes
a default in the payment of rent of those premises for three consecutive months.

(3) No order for the recovery of possession in any proceeding under sub-
section (1) shall be binding on any sub-tznant referred to in section 17 who has given
